HIV 1 infection once they start working in the commercial sex service.

By using a network-based definition of social capital at the household level
the study shows how specific dimensions of social capital - bonding, bridging and
linking -played different but important roles in determining the effects of the crisis on
rural households and levels of household vulnerability. Linking social capital in the form
of social network ties from households to various village-level groups and bonding social
capital in the form of larger informal support networks were both associated with lower

This study constitutes the first empirical application of HBE theory to contemporary,
critical social issues such as child trafficking and school drop-out in a society as it has
gone through the demographic transition and rapid globalization. Northern Thai parents
have clearly maintained a daughter preference through the processes of globalization,
leading to measurable, increasing female-biased investment in human capital and care.
Traditional gender- and birth position-defined familial roles have also persisted, in
modified form, leading to differential risk of hazardous child welfare outcomes by birth
order and gender. Fundamentally, the results counter assertions that females are less
valued than males in Thai society, and present a more nuanced interpretation of

children's roles in the rural northern Thai family.

Overall, few village-level variables were related significantly to drug use in
the villages; those that were included: 1) better access to elementary education
reported by "high drug" villages (81%) in comparison with "low drug" villages (29%) and
2) high drug villages reported having more alcoholic residents than low drug villages.
The findings provide some support for the hypothesis that illicit drug use is positively
associated with socioeconomic development, acculturation, and socialization into

mainstream attitudes, values, and behaviors.

Today it is still
practiced privately, in the household at night. According to the Burmese sources, the
Phayakosu's origin is attributed to a monk coming from Zinm? (Chiang Mai). In light of
our researching dozens of Phayakosu ceremonies in different parts of Myanmar, we
would question this view, arguing that a cult dedicated to the nine planets existed in the
Burmese Kingdom long before the nineteenth century, although within the context of
other rituals.

There were significant
differences in the distribution of adipose tissue, after adjustment for age, between the
two communities. Men in the residential home had larger waist circumference, triceps
and biceps skinfold thicknesses but smaller subscapular skinfold thicknesses than the
men in the rural community. Women in the residential home were heavier with larger
biceps and triceps skinfold thicknesses and smaller arm circumferences than the
women in the rural community. The elderly in the residential home had a general
reduction in body fat with age, unlike the elderly in the rural community who showed a

decrease in mainly peripheral fat.

These model illustrated that personal friendship
networks influence the sexual risk that occurs between the couple embed in those
networks, and the drug risk of network members.

complement exiting methodologies in predicting risk and identifying community
